Maryvale Mill has seen a reduction in water usage of 57% from 1989 to 2009, primarily driven by process improvements allowing water to be used on
average 6 times before it is discharged. 67% of raw water draw is returned to the La Trobe River as environmental flow. The Maryvale mill also has
partnered with the Gippsland water recycling factory who supplies trade waste water from the Latrobe Valley for use throughout its mill operations.

Based on our monitoring data for 2008/09, Maryvale Mill operated within their strict licence conditions in relation to air emissions and achieved 100%
compliance. The NO2 emissions have steadily decreased over the past five years as a result of enhanced operational processes and in 2008/2009,
Australian Paper has invested $1.6 million to address community concern in relation to noise resulting from the new wood chipper. (Source:
